i   Wansford bus shelter – The chairman reported that his work on the Wansford bus shelter was almost finished. He had purchased Perspex for the window and was ready to fit the frame and the bench.

ii  Potholes on approach roads. Streetscene serviceshad replied and indicated that work was being done on the B1249 potholes and on the unclassified roads when possible. It was noted that potholes had been filled in on the Nafferton Road and at Skerne.

Applicant: Mr and Mrs Jackson.  Resolved: To object to this application because they felt that the accompanying submission indicated that the unit had not yet fulfilled the economic viability criteria for an agricultural business in that location.
iii  11/00743/PLF – Erection of two storey extension to side following removal of existing garage/store and replacement of two dormer windows to front at Ivy House, West End, Skerne, for Mr and Mrs S J and D A Malster. Members had no problems with application.
