2 Election of chairman and vice chairman. Coun Lamble took the chair and called for nominations for chairman. Coun Lamble was proposed by Coun Stoney, seconded by Coun Dobson. Coun Lamble accepted office. Coun Dobson was proposed as vice chairman by Coun Terry and seconded by Coun Stoney. Coun Dobson accepted office.
3 Chairman’s declaration of acceptance of office: Coun Lamble signed declaration.

5 Parish elections: 
i  Acceptance of Office forms incorporating Code of Conduct declaration – all signed. Coun Padgett took some Acceptance of Office forms with him to take to County Hall the following day.

9 To dispose of any business remaining from the last meeting and, if necessary, decide on a course of action
i   Wansford bus shelter renovations. Chairman reported that his work on the shelter was almost completed.
ii  Skerne bus shelter dilapidations. The chairman said he would assess what needed doing to the bus shelter.
