3 Public session: No members of the public present.
4 Declarations of interest: None
5 To confirm minutes of meeting held on July 19 2011 as a true and correct record. Proposed by Coun Dobson, seconded by Coun Padgett.
6 To dispose of any business remaining from previous meetings and, if necessary,  decide on a course of action
i   B1249/Mill Croft dyke: Nothing had, as yet, been done following Coun Harrison’s contact with the owners, who had agreed that the work should be carried out. The hedge to the property was also much overgrown posing a danger to pedestrians.   It was decided that the clerk should contact ERYC village task force organiser Mike Connor and initiate a contact between Mr Salter and the council. 
ii   Diamond Jubilee celebrations: Leaflets had gone out in Wansford and were due to go out in Skerne and the clerk would be putting posters up during the coming week. Several ideas were floated in advance of the September 30 public meeting.
iii  Telephone kiosks – following another contact with BT Payphones the kiosks had both been painted and glass renewed. However there was still a pane missing in the Wansford kiosk. The clerk to contact BT Payphones, thank them for the work and tell them about the missing pane.
iv  Village get-togethers at the Trout Inn: the first one to take place on October 1
v  Village task force progress: Work expected to be completed in October. Review progress at the November meeting.
vi  Community newsletter: It was decided to publish a newsletter – initially three times a year – the first edition being before Christmas. Several ideas for content were mooted and it was said that Dee, Atkinson and Harrison would print the publication for a credit in the newsletter.
vii  Skerne bus shelter dilapidations: The chairman had obtained quotes for renovating Skerne bus shelter. The materials would come to approximately £165. Coun Hills proposed, Coun Harrison seconded that Coun Lamble proceed with ordering the materials and the work.
7 Planning
To consider the following planning applications: Full planning permission for 11kw wind turbine on an 18m monopole mast (height 24.9m to blade tip) at Ricklepits Farm, Skerne, for Ricklepits Farm. Councillors had been consulted on this as the ERYC would not delay the consultation. A comment had been sent intimating that while members had no objections to applications for single turbines, they did not want a wind farm. Planning permission had since been approved.
i  11/02461/STPLF – full planning permission for erection of replacement pig finishing unit (east building) at Skerne Hill pig unit, Driffield Road, Skerne, for Yorkwold Pigpro (as previously discussed but including an Environmental Statement).

ii  11/02468/STPLF – full planning permission for erection of replacement pig finishing unit (west building) at Skerne Hill pig unit, Driffield Road, Skerne, for Yorkwold Pigpro (as previously discussed but including an Environmental Statement).

These two applications had been almost identical to the previous applications already discussed by the council and for which approval had been recommended. Previous comments had been reiterated. The applications had since been approved.

ii  preliminary discussion of budget provisions i.e. church yard and village hall grants, clerk’s salary. After a discussion (for part of which the clerk was not present) it was decided to include in the budget, to be presented for approval to the council in November an increase of £10 to £210 in the church yard grants and another of £10 to £260 in the village hall grant.
